Anh Vu (N d Professor of Bristol), the event featured contributions by
scholars from Canada, India, Pakistan, Tanzania and the UK.

Dr Anh Vu kicked off matters by setting the wider context for the panel, drawing on her Wellcome Trust
funded project on* The health impacts of climate change on precarious outdoor workers in the urbar
rmegacities in Vienarrf (2023-2026). She discussed broader knowledge gaps, especially around informal
‘and precarious labour, the methodological and ethical challenges such research encounters, and the
implications for policy.

Building on this, Sherman Tai (NatCen), working on the same Wellcome Trust project, then presented
preliminary findings from a survey of 400 informal workers across four major Vietnamese cities — Ho Chi
Minh City, Hanol, Da Nang, and Can Tho - covering four occupations: street vendors, motorbike taxi riders,
norters. and construction workers.

This policy brief, drawing on qualitative research from the Wellcome Trust-funded project, examines the lived
experiences of outdoor workers exposed 1o climate-related health risks across four major Vietnamese cities:
Hanoi, Da Nang, Ho Chi Minh City, and Can Tho. The findings reveal how these workers often prioritise
autonomy and daily income over personal health and safety, leading to the normalisation of risk and reliance
on informal coping strategies, including home remedies and advice circulated via social networks. The brief
advocates for a more inclusive, adaptive public health response—recommending measures such as flexible
health insurance schemes, climate-responsive communication tools, and community-based health initiatives
tailored to the realities of precarious urban labour.
